Saint Patrick, Apostle of Ireland,
was born near Dumbarton, in
Scotland, in the year 387. Far
from being a saint, until he was
16, he considered himself a pa-
gan. At that age, he was sold into
slavery by a group of Irish maraud-
ers that raided his village. During
his captivity, he became closer to
God.

He escaped from slavery after six
years and went to Gaul where he
studied in the monastery for
twelve years. During his training
he became aware that his calling
was to convert the pagans to
Christianity. His wishes were to
return to Ireland so that he could
convert the native pagans to
Christianity. He finally achieved
that mission and was quite suc-
cessful at winning converts. This
fact upset the Celtic Druids and
Patrick was arrested several

He will be us-
ing a mixture of oil and ashes from
some palm fronds from last year’s
Palm Sunday service, reminding
us of our mortality and our disci-
pleship.

traveled throughout Ireland, es-
tablishing monasteries across
the country. He also set up
schools and churches, which
aided him in his conversion of
the Irish country to Christianity.
Patrick used the three-leafed
shamrock to explain the Trinity.
He used it in his sermons to rep-
resent how the Father, the Son,

and the Holy Spirit could all exist

as separate elements of the
same entity.

His mission
in Ireland
lasted for
thirty years.
He retired
to County
Down and
died on
March 17
in AD 461.

Obviously, Bach is an all time favorite
of organists. Bach’s prodigious out-
put astounds the imagination. He
was required to produce a new can-
tata for Sunday worship each week,
plus instrumental music for various
and sundry events. An aside note: 20
children by 2 wives were required to
copy scores! Perhaps this was the
earliest manifestation of the Xerox!

Bach was incredibly talented on nu-
merous instruments that few people
of his day had the technique to play
his music. His organ works are chal-
lenging to everyone, but are also the
solid foundation for all classic musi-
cians today. England has enjoyed
